40. Considered the matter about the implementation of the

minimum qualifications as per the U.G.C./ N.C.T.E. Regulations for
the teachers /faculty in Self Financed Education Colleges and in the

Government aided Education Colleges, in view of the Punjab

Government notification dated 31-5-2013.

The following note was also considered:
Note:- The qualifications for the Assistant Professors to
be appointed in the Self Financed Education
Colleges have been issued vide Punjab
Government Notification No. 13/ 99/ 06-6edu.1
/58890 dated 31-5-2013 from the year 2013
onwards, according to which the candidates have
been exempted from UGC-NET. Clarification
has been sought about it from the Punjab
Government as to whether these qualifications are
only for the Self Financed Education Colleges or
that these are also for the aided Colleges, but no
reply has so far been received from the Punjab
Government about it.

The Association of the Self Financed
B. Ed. Colleges filed a writ petition ( C.W.P. No.
20421 of 2013 ) in the Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana
High Court for implementing this notification,
which has been decided on 16-9-2013. According
to this decision, the University has been given
time to take a conscious decision within two
months about this notification, and directed to
pass a speaking order.

The house took note of the observations of the Hon’ble High
Court as recorded at the end of its said order dated 16-9-2013 in
C.W.P. No. 20421 of 2013, that:

...... This, however, is not to be construed as a legitimacy of
the claim of the petitioner and it is entirely upon the
respondents to consider and decide the claim of the
petitioner.”

The house also took a serious note of the fact that vide the said
Punjab State Government Notification dated 31-5-2013, the minimum
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essential qualifications prescribed by the N.C.T.E. in its statutory
“National Council for Teacher Education ( Recognition, Norms &
Procedure ) Regulations, 2009” framed under the NCTE Act, 1993 (a
Central Act No. 73 of 1993 ), and also those prescribed by the U.G.C.
in its “University Grants Commission (Minimum Qualifications for
appointment of Teachers and other Academic Staff in Universities and
Colleges and other measures for the Maintenance of Standards of
Higher Education ) Regulations, 2010 ” framed under the U.G.C. Act,
1956 ( a Central Act No. 3 of 1956 ), have been drastically changed, as
depicted below:

(N In APPENDIX -4 ( Norms for B .Ed. Course)
prescribed by the NCTE vide its said Regulations of 2009,
the following provisions have been changed:

(1) The following Clauses 4(II)(ii)(a)(iii)) OR  4(II)(ii)
(a)(iil), and 4(I)(ii)(b)(iii), providing, inter alia, for
the mandatory UGC NET / SLET /SET qualification
has been deleted:

“(ii1) Any other stipulation prescribed by the UGC /
affiliating body /State Govt. from time to time
for the positions of principal and lecturers shall
be mandatory. ”’

(ii)) The following Note (1) below Clause 4(I)(ii)(d)
has been deleted:

“Note (1) At least one lecturer should have
specialization in ICT and another in
the special education. ”

2) In APPENDIX -5 ( Norms for M .Ed. Course)
prescribed by the NCTE vide its said Regulations of 2009,
the following provisions have been changed:

(i) The following Note (i) below Clause 4(II)(iii) for
“Professor / Head” providing for relaxation of 5%
marks in eligibility qualifications has been added:

“Note :

(1) A relaxation of 5% may be provided, from 55%
to 50% of the marks to the Ph. D. Degree
holders, who have obtained their Master Degree
prior to 19" September, 1991. ”

(i) The following Clause 4(II)(ii)) for “Lecturer /
Assistant Professor ” providing, inter alia, for the
mandatory UGC NET / SLET /SET qualification
has been deleted:

“(i1) Any other stipulation prescribed by the UGC /
Affiliating Body /State Govt. from time to time
for the positions of principal and lecturers shall
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be mandatory. ”

(3) The following mandatory minimum eligibility condition
laid down in paras 3.31, 4.4.0, & 4.4.1., by the UGC in
the said UGC Regulations of 2010 have been deleted
and rendered nugatory by the deletion of the clauses
mentioned at Sr. No. (1)(i) for APPENDIX -4 ( for B
.Ed. Course) & (2)(ii) for APPENDIX -5 ( for M .Ed.
Course) mentioned above thereby deleting the same
express provisions laid down in paras 4.4.7-A(ii)(a).3,
OR 4.4.7-A(ii)(a) .3, and 4.4.7-A(ii)(b) .3-( for B.Ed.)
and 4.4.7-B(iii)(b)- (for M.Ed.) of the said UGC
Regulations of 2010:

“3.3.1. NET / SLET /SET shall remain the minimum
eligibility condition for recruitment and
appointment of Assistant Professor in
Universities / Colleges /Institutions.”

“4.4.1. 11

Besides fulfilling the above qualifications, the
candidates must have cleared the National
Eligibility Test ( NET ) conducted by the
UGC, CSIR or similar test accredited by the
UGC like SLET /SET.”

It was also noted that in the same very notification dated
31-5-2013 of the Punjab Government, most interestingly, the
following note-(ii) has been inserted at its end which in itself nullifies
all the aforesaid amendments made by it therein and the claim made
by the petitioner Association on the basis thereof contrary to the
Regulations of the NCTE & UGC:

“@ii) The Management of the Self Financed Education
Institutions should ensure that the staff to be recruited by
them shall fulfil all the Qualifications prescribed by the
National Council for Teacher Education for these posts.”

This fact also remains that this University is an independent and
autonomous body corporate created under the Guru Nanak Dev
University Amritsar Act, 1969 ( Pb. Act No. 21 of 1969 ) and, as such,
the notifications of the State Government are not ipso facto binding on
or applicable in it unless specifically adopted by it for implementation.

AFTER a thorough consideration of the whole matter, and
keeping in view the aforesaid Regulations (2009) of the NCTE and the
Regulations (2010) of the UGC which have been duly adopted and
implemented in this University and which are legally mandatory for
all concerned institutions / Universities / State Governments in the
country to follow, and by taking a conscious decision:
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BT Y-y g9
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RESOLVED:

THAT it is legally not possible to accept, adopt and implement the
amended minimum essential qualifications for the Professor / Head,
Assistant Professors and other teaching staff to be appointed from the
year 2013 onwards in the Self Financed Education Colleges of Punjab,
as laid down by the Punjab Government vide its aforesaid Notification
No. 13/ 99/ 06-6edu.1 /58890 dated 31-5-2013 by changing the said
qualifications as laid down by the NCTE and the UGC in their said
Regulations. This is because all Education Colleges ( whether private
/self-financed, or Government run or Government aided Colleges ) in
the country are governed by the said common Regulations of the said
two central regulatory bodies [NCTE and the UGC] as issued and
notified by them under their respective Acts of Parliament, i.e., the
NCTE Act, 1993, and the UGC Act, 1956, which cannot in law be
changed, amended or overridden or rendered nugatory by the said
executive notification dated 31-3-2013 of the Punjab State
Government.

THEREFORE, further RESOLVED:

THAT the minimum essential qualifications prescribed by the
N.C.T.E. in its said mandatory Regulations of 2009, and also those
prescribed by the U.G.C. in its said mandatory Regulations of 2010,
which have since been duly adopted and implemented in this
University as notified to all concerned and as published on the
University website, shall continue to govern all recruitments of all
teaching faculty [ Professor / Head, Associate Professors and
Assistant Professors ]| and other staff in all the Education Colleges
( whether private /self-financed, or Government aided Colleges )
affiliated to this University.

AS SUCH, further RESOLVED:

THAT upon the foregoing thorough and conscious consideration in
compliance of the aforesaid order dated 16-9-2013 of the Hon’ble
High Court in C.W.P. No. 20421 of 2013, the claim of the
Association of the Self Financed B. Ed. Colleges for implementing
the said amended minimum essential qualifications for recruitment
of Professor / Head, Assistant Professors and other teaching staff to
be appointed from the year 2013 onwards for the B.Ed. /M.Ed.
Courses in the Self Financed Education Colleges of Punjab, as laid
down by the Punjab Government vide its aforesaid Notification No.
13/ 99/ 06-6edu.l /58890 dated 31-5-2013, as contained in its
representation dated 22-08-2013 ( being Annexure P-7 with its said
C.W.P. No. 20421 of 2013 ), is hereby rejected as being not
legitimate and also untenable in law.
